It has been one year since Elijah has started the Kumon program and I would like to take the time out to thank you and your staff for providing him with outstanding direction in his studies at your facility. 


I was introduced to Kumon through a colleague last summer when I was looking for activities for Elijah to do. During the school year prior, he was having a difficult time with attention and defiance. I was reluctant to enroll him in a full-time camp program for the fear of daily phone calls and notes being sent home displaying concern of his behavior. I opted to have a babysitter bring him to different short-term sport activities through the park systems which were 1 or 2 weeks at the most. At the same time, I wanted to reinforce his academics and so I enrolled him in Kumon as part of this summer program I had developed for him. 


I remember the day we first met, you described the program to me and had Elijah go through one of the homework packets (he could barely sit still and concentrate). I was scared that you too might voice concern about his inability to concentrate and focus but to my surprise you said “he is a child and with re-enforcement he will learn”. At that point I put my 100% trust in you and without further questions I enrolled him in both the reading and math programs. 
After one year, the change that I have seen in Elijah has been so drastic that my commitment to Kumon is stronger then ever. Not only have I watch him develop academically but his concentration, focus and self-discipline, the main concerns from his teachers in school, have clearly been redefined.  I am not only extremely proud that Elijah is the recipient, for his grade, of the most advanced in both reading and math at your Kumon Center but that his teachers at school have informed me of his drastic change at school and how proud they are of him.


Mrs. Lee, I thank you from the bottom of my heart for your excellence and commitment to your students. You truly have made a difference in Elijah’s life and for that I am grateful, I applaud you for your commitment and I would recommend your facility to everyone.
